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[ Updates on River Mission Training Centers (RMTCs) )

The RMTC is a one year intensive discipleship training
center that equips national lay leaders to plant indigenous
churches in the world. It is not a Bible School, because it is
not involved in the lodging and feeding of its students. It
only uses the national church leaders to train disciples
within a local church context. No foreign teachers or long
term missionaries are involved in operating the RMTCs.
They are managed and operated by trained national teach-
ers and directors that are governed by five national Board
of Council members. It is a truly indigenous operation.
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RMTC graduates are commissioned:

1. To produce contextualized and indigenous churches
within the national culture.

2. To target unreached people groups within their own
country and beyond.

3. To establish self-governing, self-supporting, and self-
propagating churches and new RMTCs.

Through establishing RMTCs, we can mobilize End-
Time harvest workers by planting indigenous churches;
fulfilling Matt. 28:18-20 and Acts 1:8 throughout the world
for His glory. It is all about Jesus Christ and the lost souls.

To date, including the Mission Training Centers that Dr.
Lee established under the former mission work, over 100
Mission Training Centers and over 300 indigenous
churches have been established in the world.

Recently River of Life Ministries Nepal has been estab-
lished with over 100 churches joining the ministry. The
first RMTC was established in Kathmandu, Nepal with
Pastor Min Raj Dulal in 2002. Since then, 35 new indige-
nous churches have been established and 11 new RMTCs
began in four different regions. Currently over 200 stu-
dents are enrolled in RMTCs and they will be graduating
in the beglnnmg of October

Due to ongoing persecution against Christians, the
RMTC operation has met many difficulties while expand-
ing in Myanmar. However, since 2003, two RMTCs have
been fully established and have produced over 70 gradu-
ates. The newly trained ministers have planted several
underground home churches to reach Buddhists and other
unreached people groups.
